Show Consideration to Everyone and Adhere to Your Lease 

 I am receiving many more smoking complaints about Residents that are smoking in front of their building and 

not outside the 25-foot perimeter of a building. Warning letters have already gone out to three Residents 

and the letter states the following: 

First Written Warning 

Violation of Smoke Free Policy 

The Bristol Housing Authority has determined that you are in violation of the terms of your lease with the 
Bristol Housing Authority. It has been reported to this office on several occasions that you are smoking in 
front of your building which violates the 25 feet away from a building requirement.  This is a clear violation of 
the No Smoking Policy and your Lease which states, 

 Complex: Tenantacknowledges and agrees that the premises to be occupied by 
tenants and tenant's household members are designated as a smoke free living environment. 
The tenants and tenant's household members will not smoke anywhere in the unit rented by 
tenant, or the building  the tenant's unit is located. This includes any and all common areas 
and/or adjoining grounds of that building and other areas of the rental community. Tenant will 
not permit any guests, visitors, or contractors under the control of the tenant to smoke in these 
areas. 

       Section 9.2 of your Lease  
The tenant will comply with all obligations imposed upon tenants of the complex by applicable 
provisions of building and housing codes affecting health and safety, The tenant shall act and 
cause household members to act in a manner which will not disturb other tenantΩs peaceful 
enjoyment of their accommodations and will be conducive to maintaining the complex in a 
decent, safe and sanitary condition. 
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If you are calling in a work order, 

Dial extension 10 

So that your work order will be handled quickly. 

If you call another extension, and the person is out, the message 

will not get to us and your work order will not be reported. 

For immediate assistance with anything, 

Dial Extension 10. 

The work order request must be made with the office. 
Please do not ask a maintenance worker directly when you see them on the property. 
The maintenance staff will not directly address or schedule any work order request. 

Note: The workers no longer leave a door tag if no one is home when they complete the 

work.

This MonthΩs Recipe: 

Perfect Summer Fruit Salad 

 

Ingredients: 

¶ ⅔ cup fresh orange juice 

¶ ⅓ cup fresh lemon juice 

¶ ⅓ cup packed brown sugar 

¶ ½ teaspoon grated orange zest  

¶ ½ teaspoon grated lemon zest  

¶ 1 teaspoon vanilla extract 

¶ 2 cups cubed fresh pineapple 

¶ 2 cups strawberries, hulled and sliced 

¶ 3 kiwi fruit, peeled and sliced 

¶ 3 bananas, sliced 

¶ 2 oranges, peeled and sectioned 

¶ 1 cup seedless grapes 

¶ 2 cups blueberries 

 

Directions: 

Bring orange juice, lemon 

juice, brown sugar, orange 

zest, and lemon zest to a 

boil in a saucepan over 

medium-high heat. 

Reduce heat to medium-low, and simmer 

until slightly thickened, about 5 minutes. 

Remove from heat. Stir in vanilla extract. 

Set aside to cool. 

Layer the fruit in a large, clear glass bowl in 

this order: pineapple, strawberries, kiwi fruit, 

bananas, oranges, grapes, and blueberries. 

Pour the cooled sauce over the fruit. 

Cover and refrigerate for 3 to 4 hours before 

serving.
