I am receiving complaints from residents that they are 
being boxed in by visitors’ cars blocking their parking 
space. 

Also, visitors have been parking along the front of 
buildings and staying long periods of time, which is not 
permitted. Visitors include CNAs, visiting nurses, family, 
friends, clergy, and any other sort. 

Quick drop offs (one to two minutes) and pickups are the 
only time that parking in front of a building is permitted. 

We must leave these areas free from any obstacles (cars) so emergency responders can 
access these areas. 

If you see this happening, please take a picture of the license plate, or call the office with the 
plate number, color and make of the vehicle. 

We will determine the owner and the resident that is hosting the visitor and charge them for 
towing the vehicle to Safeway Towing on Gooding Avenue, Bristol. 

The charge to tow is a minimum of $150.00

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MANDATORY ANNUAL APARTMENT INSPECTION 

Beginning November 14 Through November 15 

The annual inspections will begin on Monday, November 14, 2022, through Tuesday, 
November 15, 2022, beginning at approximately 8:30 am each day. We have hired a 
company that will be doing the inspections. One of our maintenance men will always be with 
the inspector. 

You do not have to be home during the inspection; a maintenance technician will gain access 
with a pass key, remain with the inspector during the inspection, and leave a door tag to let 
you know they were there. 

If you want to be home when they come, you must be at home during the day. 

Please call the office to let us know if there are any deficiencies (electrical, heating, plumbing, 
etc.) that need repair. 

At all times, please be sure of the following: 

1. The emergency cord in the bathroom cannot be tied up or blocked by furniture. 

2. No furniture in front of a window is higher than the window sill. This will allow free access 
through the window for firefighters to gain entry to your apartment in an emergency. 

3. If we can correct these items before the inspection it will be less time spent doing the 
inspection. If maintenance returns to repair any items after the inspection, they will leave 
a leave a door tag when they leave. 

On November 1, each resident will have been sent a letter with the above contents as your 
advance notice. If you have any questions regarding this notice, please call the office.

This Month’s Recipe: 

Eggnog Cake 
 

Ingredients: 

• 1 box yellow cake mix 

• 1 box instant vanilla pudding 

• 4 eggs 

• ¾ cup oil 

• ¾ cup crème sherry OR 

 ½ cup eggnog and ¼ cup crème 

sherry  

• 1 tsp nutmeg 

Directions: 

Preheat the oven to 350 degrees F. 

Grease two loaf pans. 

In a large mixing bowl, combine cake mix, vanilla 

pudding mix, eggs, oil, eggnog/crème sherry, 

and nutmeg. Beat all the ingredients for 8 to 10 

minutes, scraping the sides of the bowl with a 

rubber spatula. 

Pour cake batter into prepared pans. 

Bake for approximately 40-45 minutes, or until 

cake tester inserted into the cake comes out 

clean. 

Cool for ten minutes. Invert cakes onto a wire 

rack to cool. 

Sprinkle with confectioners sugar for decoration, 

if desired.
